Castillo de Castrojeriz

En lo alto del cerro, a 900 metros de altitud, emerge el castillo de Castrojeriz. Si
bien la fortaleza se funda sobre una primigenia torre cuyo origen se podria
remontar a tiempos del imperio romano, es a finales del siglo IX cuando el
conde Munio Nunez acometeria los primeros trabajos de fortificacién de una

plaza que iria ampliandose sucesivamente hasta el siglo XV.

El castillo jug6 un importante papel en la Edad Media durante las luchas civiles
entre Alfonso | el Batallador y dofia Urraca tras cuya muerte fue sitiado y

rendido por las huestes de Alfonso VII.

Posteriormente, estuvo en manos de los Lara y los Castro, que convirtieron la

fortaleza en el enclave basico de su influencia y control politico.

Antiguamente, corria en paralelo un antemural, del que apenas quedan restos,
que finalizaba al norte en un cubo aun bien conservado. Actualmente, se puede

apreciar un gran foso que aisla el castillo de la meseta.

El patio de armas, la obra mas irregular del castillo, se encuentra a un nivel algo
inferior al resto de la fortaleza, ya que los muros se asientan directamente
sobre la roca. El acceso se halla en el lienzo sur y esta semiarruinado. Su

extremo norte ha desaparecido.

Testigo de guerras e intrigas palaciegas, hay que recordar que dentro de sus
muros permanecié encarcelada Leonor de Castilla, reina de Aragdn, quién seria

asesinada por su sobrino Pedro | de Castilla el Cruel en 1359.

El castillo fue seriamente danado durante el gran terremoto de Lisboa de 1755.
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Hoy en dia es uno de los puntos turisticos mas importantes de la localidad.
Abierto al publico, este historico castillo nos permite viajar al pasado y disfrutar

de las mejores vistas sobre la comarca.

Castrojeriz Castle

At the top of the hill, 900 meters above sea level, rises the castle of Castrojeriz.
Although the fortress is built on an original tower that could date back to
Roman times, it was in the late 9th century when Count Munio Nufez undertook
the first fortification works on a site that would be gradually expanded until the

15th century.

The castle played an important role in the Middle Ages during the civil wars
between Alfonso | the Battler and Dofia Urraca, after whose death it was

besieged and surrendered to the forces of Alfonso VII.

Later, it came under the control of the Lara and Castro families, who
transformed the fortress into a key stronghold of their political influence and

control.

In ancient times, there was an outer wall running parallel to the castle, of which
only a few remnants remain, ending to the north in a well-preserved tower.

Currently, a large moat isolates the castle from the plateau.

The arms courtyard, the most irregular part of the castle, is situated at a slightly
lower level than the rest of the fortress, as the walls rest directly on the rock.
The entrance is located on the southern side and is partially ruined, with its

northern end having disappeared.
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Witness to wars and court intrigues, it is worth noting that within its walls,
Leonor of Castile, Queen of Aragon, was imprisoned, only to be murdered by her

nephew Pedro | of Castile the Cruel in 1359.

The castle was seriously damaged during the great earthquake of Lisbon in
1755.

Today, it is one of the most important tourist attractions in the area. Open to the
public, this historic castle allows us to travel back in time and enjoy the best

views of the surrounding region.
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
